SYLLABUS SUBJECT TO CHANGE AT INSTRUCTOR’S DISCRETION
PRE-REQUISITE: 

SPA2613 (ASL II) or departmental approval.  

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course will assist students with the process of taking a signed message and conveying it into spoken English. It will focus on the voice interpreting process, vocal control, voicing techniques, vocal expression, word choice, and changes in context.

VALENCIA STUDENT COMPETENCIES:

To think critically and make reasoned choices by acquiring, analyzing, synthesizing and evaluating knowledge: to read, listen, write and speak effectively, to understand and use quantitative information to clarify personal strengths, values and goals in relation to cultural values, to have the knowledge and skills necessary for effective citizenship.

CLAST COMPENTENCIES:

Reading (literal/ critical comprehension), English (language), Logical Reasoning skills.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to: compare and contrast basic ASL and English structures; articulate English equivalents for ASL features, including: modulation, basic non-manual markers, facial expression, simple sentences, conditionals, directional verbs, and time line, and will be able to articulate basic ASL stories into spoken English.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS AND GRADING POLICY:
1. ATTENDANCE: Because of the nature of the course and the need for class participation, attendance at each class meeting is critical. Any student absent for more than three classes without instructor permission will be dropped a letter grade at the fourth absence or subject to withdrawal from the course.  Students more than 20 minutes late for class or leaving more than 20 minutes early will be recorded as missing one-half of a class.  

2. QUIZZES: There will be a total of 5 quizzes worth 10 points each. Students may make up one quiz to substitute for a missed quiz or low quiz grade.  

3. Assignments/Projects: Due as scheduled. See the course calendar. Points will be deducted for late assignments/projects.
4. Homework:  Much of the coursework will be done outside the classroom. The assignments will be in a sequential format throughout the course. It is important to keep up with assignments. Late assignments will have 5 points deducted per class meeting until they are submitted.
5. Class Participation:  Up to 10 points per class meeting can be earned for attendance. Three participation points will be deducted for arriving to class late, returning late from a break, and/or leaving early.
6. ReflectiVE PRACTICE: Students will reflect on their performance regularly through bi-weekly self-evaluative responses in journal format. The journals assist students to develop reflective practice, the instructor to assess how the class is progressing, and students and the instructor to engage in additional dialogue. Each journal is worth 10 points.
7. FORMAL ASSESSMENTS: There will be three formal assessments throughout the term. The first will be a baseline voicing assessment (ungraded). There will be a mid-term assessment and a final assessment (worth 50 points each). The final assessment will serve as the final exam and will take place on the final day of class. A no-show for the final will result in an F grade.
8. INFORMAL ASSESSMENTS: Throughout the semester, students will complete several in-class voicing activities. Students will receive feedback from the instructor and from peers. Because of the nature of these activities, students WILL NOT be able to make-up any activity missed. Each activity is worth 10 points with a cumulative value of 90 points.

9. GRADING POLICY: Grading is based on a ten-point scale. Grades on quizzes, journals, assignments, assessments, and class participation will all be counted toward the final grade.
