Directions: This semester you will be required to turn in an originality report with each essay that you submit. To do this you will first need to set up your free account with turnitin.com. Then, you will need to print and attach an originality report to each out-of-class assignment you submit this semester. Below you will find instructions for how to do this. If you have any questions, don’t hesitate to ask. Papers turned in without originality reports will lose 30pts. 

Setting up your account

1. Go to turnitin.com

2. Click on “new users” in the top right corner.

3. Select user type (student) and click next.

4. Enter your turnitin.com Class ID and Password and click next.

5. Enter your email address and click next.

6. Enter your password twice and click next.

7. Select a secret question and answer and click next.

8. Enter your first and last name and click next.

9. Read the user agreement and click if you agree.

10. Your user profile will be created click on the “end wizard and log in” at the bottom.

11. Click on your class to see the assignments assigned by your teacher.

Printing an originality report

1. Go to turnitin.com and log in using your email and password.

2. Click on the class that you are taking with me.

3. Click on the submit icon to the right of the assignment you are submitting.

4. Title your paper and use browse to find it on your computer.

5. Select your essay from the choose file window and click open.

6. Click submit.

7. Verify the paper you are submitting and click “yes, submit.”

8. Log out and give the program time, 5 minutes to 1 hour, to check your paper.

9. Log back in using name and password and enter your course

10. To the right of the assignment you will notice a “contents” link with a percentage. Click on that link.

11. Click print and bring that document with you when you come to see me or the tutor.
