Given an algebraic equation of a
function, graph the function or a transformatiortha function.

5) Recognize, model, and analyze linear functiongah world situations.

6) Recognize, model, and analyze quadratic functiomeal world situations.

7) Recognize, model, and analyze exponential anditbgac functions in real world situations.

8) Given several concurrent quantitative conditioxpress each condition algebraically, and find
all possible solutions of the resulting system.
