COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The 20th Century Humanities course is an integrated examination of the dominant ideas in Western culture as expressed in art, literature, music, philosophy, architecture and religion from 1900 to the present. The 20th Century Humanities course is one of the Gordon Rule writing reinforcement courses and requires a minimum of 6000 words of writing. It is not possible for a student to earn a passing grade in this course unless the student has completed all writing assignments.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

· Acquire knowledge of the 20th Century by learning facts, themes, and concepts based on listening, viewing movies, participating in class discussion and group presentations, reading the text and assignments, and writing essays on assigned topics.

· Enhance communication skills through vocabulary development, listening, discussing, reading, and writing.

· Expand personal ideas and ability to interpret material based on facts from reading and class discussions.

PREREQUISITE:

Satisfactory completion of ENC 1101 (Freshman Composition I). Students who are lacking this prerequisite will be withdrawn from the course without credit or tuition refund.

COMPETENCIES:

All class activities are designed to develop mastery of Valencia Community College core competencies which are to: value, think, communicate and act.
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CLASSROOM POLICIES:

Attendance is an important part of this class. Preparation and participation are essential to succeed in this course. Regular attendance is essential.

What is expository writing?


Stating the facts


Imparting information


Providing specific details to support every general statement


Formal, elevated language


Style and tone are scholarly, sincere

What to discuss? Subject visual details ‑ what are the dominant colors and shapes? What areas are light and dark and how the contrast provides drama? What spaces are open or empty? Medium Emotional response ‑ always a good conclusion, choose your adjectives wisely

Getting Started Make notes. Read about the artist on the net. Think about what questions the artwork creates. Consider the genre (is the artwork a landscape, abstract, portrait, still life). Are there any symbolic references that you immediately notice? Is there a physical or psychological effect on you? a there anything noteworthy about the technique? How the paint is applied, the materials used

etc.

When writing an expository essay on a literary work, consider the following:

•

Author ‑ Look up basic, pertinent information on the author

Time ‑ How does the literary work reflect the era in which it is written? What are the concerns and attitudes reflected of the era?
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
